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You will work with up to two other people (you may also work on your own and with just one other person) to develop a presentation that lasts no more than five minutes covering the following points.  You will create an easel sheet with text and images to support your presentation, and you will use index cards.  This is a “dry run” for your second semester Oral Presentation.  You may use your phones and textbook.
You will have two days to prepare.
You also have the option of using a PowerPoint instead of a poster.  However, if you do that, you will need to create it at home - we will not have time in the computer lab this week.
