When students read their books to you

· Spend a few minutes getting to know the student - ask them how they feel about being here, how their classes are going, what they do for fun, ask them about their families, etc.  Relationships are everything when it comes to learning!
· Find out why they chose their book.  What made it interesting to them?  Remind them that they can change it anytime, and offer to help them find another book if they don’t like the one they have.  Students should not be reading a book that they are not interested in!
· Sit next to them so you can see the words they are reading.
· After they finish reading each page, ask them if there are words on the page that they don’t understand, then help them understand what they mean.
· If the book seems too easy for them, challenge them to choose a harder book, and help them choose one that is harder and is interesting to them.
· If the book seems too hard for them, ask them if they would like help finding an easier book.  Remind them that English is hard, and they shouldn’t feel bad about not understanding it all.
· If they have a problem pronouncing a word, give them a chance to try to figure it out on their own.  If they can’t, just tell them how to say it and ask them to repeat it.
· You want students to look forward to reading with you.  You can do that by getting to know them, and by being encouraging and helpful.
· Plan on having them read to you for between five-and-ten minutes, plus relationship-building time and time to find new books if necessary.
