For each one, first do the requested actions for them.  Mr. Ferlazzo will call “time” after twenty minutes.  You will then get a few minutes to complete the questions for that tool.  If you have extra time, you can just play around with them or with the many other AI tools listed under “Other AI Tools.”  For extra credit, you can use one of them to create your own chatbot.  If you create anything, however, please make sure that it is classroom appropriate.

Everyone needs to do this assignment on your own, but you are free to talk about it and exchange ideas.

Go to “I can’t draw” and type in these directions one at a time.  See what images are shown.

d.Are there any ways these kinds of applications can help students learn better?  Are there any ways these kinds of applications might hurt student learning?



e.Have fun typing in descriptions of classroom appropriate images. Put your name on any you would like me to approve for public view.

c. Think of the ending of your two favorite books.  Ask Poe how each book ended.  Is it accurate?


d. Try to remember different assignments you have had this year in various classes.  Ask Poe for specific help that you think might have been useful to you then.  How did it do?
