TOK Class Guidelines For Use Of AI In Writing

For most of the year, required student writing will be on the paragraph level, and I ask and expect that you do not use Artificial Intelligence tools during those assignments. An exception will be when we do a unit on Artificial Intelligence during our Knowledge & Technology Unit, and you will primarily be using AI tools during that time.

Exhibitions

During the first semester, you will be writing what are called TOK “Exhibitions,” a series of three-hundred word short essays explaining how objects that you choose answer a prompt.  I ask and expect that you will not use AI tools until the very last part of your writing process.  In these short essays, you will have to connect the objects to your personal experience and to what we have read and discussed in class, so AI really won’t be helpful to you in composing the essay.  You will, however, have access to many examples and other materials to support you.

There will be three times prior to the final three Exhibitions when you will be writing ones as culminating projects finishing up different units. You may use Artificial Intelligence in the following way each time you have to write an Exhibition.

After you have completed your Exhibitions, it is acceptable for you to submit them to ChatGPT or another chatbot using these two prompts in this way (this is optional, however - you are not required to use AI):

“Please correct any punctuation, grammar or capitalization errors in the following essay: [paste your essay here].”

Then, copy and paste your original Exhibition.  In the same document, paste the ChatGPT version.  Then, below it, paste your final version that includes any of ChatGPT’s corrections that you choose to keep.  Label each version.  Just because ChatGPT suggests it does not make it better! There will be no grade penalty if you use ChatGPT in this way.

If you use ChatGPT in this way, please also write below your essay two things you learned from ChatGPT’s corrections about punctuation, grammar or capitalization.

After you use ChatGPT in this way, you may then paste your new version, including whatever ChatGPT grammar corrections you have chosen to keep, into ChatGPT along with this prompt:

“Please make light improvements in the following essay through word choice and sentence structure: [paste your essay here]:

Then, follow a similar format: Copy and paste your original “new version.”  In the same document, paste the ChatGPT version.  Then, below it, paste your final version that includes any of ChatGPT’s corrections that you choose to keep. There will be no grade penalty if you use ChatGPT in this way.  

If you use ChatGPT in this way, please also write below your essay two things you learned from ChatGPT’s corrections about word choice and sentence structure.

In a reference, you will need to explain how you used AI in the writing.

TOK Essay

Our final project of the year will be writing a 1200-1600 word essay.  It will be acceptable to use AI in developing and writing that essay - if you follow a process that we will carefully review in the spring.

Summary

There will be three periods when using Artificial Intelligence in this class will be acceptable:

· During a two week period when we study a unit on Artificial Intelligence
· During the various times when we are working on Exhibitions, which will total approximately five-or-six weeks.
· During the time when you are working on your Final TOK essay, which will be about four weeks.

Apart from these three-or-four months, my expectation is that students in this class will not use Artificial Intelligence tools for any TOK work.
